There's a reason why we love computer games

Computergames have become as muchapartof ourentertainmentworld as booksand movies.
Why is it that so many of us are drawn to the computer monitor or TVscreen? Abit of history
might help explain the phenomenon. Originally, computers were all work and no play, being
expensive to build and operate. Butcomputer engineers and designers,being overgrown kids
after all, soon began to get comfortable with their big machines. It occurred to some of them
that it might be a good idea to have the computer show some spaceships and planets cruising
around the galaxy.

And in the 1960s a group of fun-loving computer geniuses created a game called SpaceWarin
their idle hours. SpaceWar was well received by geniuses and many others as well, which
motivated the geniuses to design some more fun stuff.

string of games.

By the late 1980s, with the invention of Sim City, computer games software became quite
sophisticated. This product expanded on what was going on in all the previous games; the
players were drawn into an imaginary world. But Sim City actually allowed the user to create
amazing citiesand even worlds. Not unlike books and movies, such video gamesweretherefore

mentallyverysatisfying.

Also in the 1980s, a group of computer programmers begancreating software thatwould show
moving figures. The figures were stick people, but theycould move theirbodies to music. They
had no facial features, but it was very exciting to think what might come with more powerful

computers.

We have come alongwaysince then. The power of computersgrew massivelyand the realism of
games has taken a huge leap forward. Agood computer game draws you in to another world
and, unlike a book or a movie, it offers an interactive experience. There are now hundreds of
options, numerous consoles to choose fromandregularupgradesto keep the excitement high.
You can really develop some hand-eye coordination by playing many of the current titles out

The Panama Canal

The Panama Canalis a vital shipping lane linking the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans. Openedin 1914,
it wasone of the greatest engineering projects of the modernage.However, the concept of a
canal through the Isthmus of Panama, a comparatively narrow strip of land linking North and
South America, hadbeenthought of as farback as the 16th century. When the Spanishexplorer
Vasco Nunez de Balboa led an expedition across the Isthmus of Panama in 1513, he saw the
potential for a passage that would allow access from sea to sea without having to navigate
around Cape Hornatthe southernmost tip of South America.

In 1534, Charles V, King of Spain, formally ordered further investigation into the possibility of
the construction of a ship canal across the Isthmus. The surveyed route followed, to a large
extent, the course of the present-dayPanama Canal. However, the governorpolitely informed
Charles Vthatthe undertaking of such an engineering operation was impossible.

Not untilthe late 18th centurywas anew Panama Canal construction project given muchserious
thought. Thiswaswhen the historic 1789-1794 scientific expedition led by Alessandro Malaspina
landedin Panama. By actually planning the excavation of the Panama Canal, Malaspinawas able,
forthe first time, to demonstrate the feasibility of such ahuge project.

Overlandlinks continued on the Isthmus of Panama, facilitated by the construction of a railway
in 1855. By then, Panamawas free of Spanish colonialrule, but the idea of a waterroute through
the Isthmus of Panamahad notbeen forgotten. Anew phase in the historyof the Panama Canal
was beginning.

In 1882, a French companyunderthe renowned engineer Ferdinand de Lesseps, who had earlier
built the Suez Canal, finallysetaboutthe construction. Their attemptwas a disaster. Malariaand
yellow fever killed most of the workforce, equipment failed in the heat and humidity, and
geologicaland hydrological considerations werebadly managed. The projectwasabandoned in
1889 at the expenseof over 20,000 lives.

The construction of the Panama Canalwould finallybe realized when the United States, during
the presidency of Theodore Roosevelt, bought out the French company, its equipment and
excavations. Work began in 1904 and the Panama Canal was finally opened in 1914. The two
greatoceans, the Atlantic and the Pacific, had finallybeen linked through the landmass of Latin
America.

The canalis approximately80kilometreslongandincorporates aseries of three locks, whichare
basicallywatertight compartments. Thefirst raises ships to the Gatun Lake, the second lowers
shipsto anotherlake andthe third lowersshipstosealevel. The whole trip takes between eight
to tenhours.
